Japan's will be even weaker. Japan remains the world's third-largest economy, but its GDP is expected to fall
6.6 percent this year and to decline again in 2010. This ties directly into Japan's decreasing, but
disproportionately important, export sector. Japan also has a limited capacity for fiscal or monetary stimulus, as
its national debt is extremely high and its monetary policy has been accommodative  alowing easy access to
credit  for years.
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
